These 
medical needs require a strict diet as well as medical appointments three afternoons per 

week which a foster parent would need to attend with him at Helen DeVos Children’s 
Hospital.  He will be provided with health insurance and once he turns 18 in August a 

foster parent would no longer have to sit with him through the appointments.  This 
young man has adjusted exceptionally well to his current difficult circumstances.  He 
does not exhibit behavioral concerns and does not have any current mental health 

concerns.  He understands English at about a 90% capacity and can speak English at 
about 80% capacity.  He is very bright academically and now needs a stable family 
environment.
